The following item was moved forward on the agenda.  The meeting was closed at 7.15pm for a member of the public to address the Committee with objections and again at 7.25pm.  The meeting reconvened at 7.20pm and 7.26 respectively.
(iii)DC/10/00160/PLF/WESTES - Full Planning Permission

Single storey extensions to the south and west elevations plus double garage to side at 16 West Hall Garth, South Cave for Mr M Acey.

Cllr Lenton proposed that although the Parish Council Planning Committee have no strong objections to the kitchen extension as the design is in keeping with the property, the size, mass and dominance of the proposed garage would be out of character and have a detrimental effect on the surrounding properties.  The height of the garage pre-application advice from ERYC has not been considered and the garage will have an overshadowing effect on the two adjacent properties.  The Committee would therefore request that this application is refused.  The Committee would also like to mention and are concerned about the proximity to the beck, as the area further down West Hall Garth flooded back in 2007.  There is also no mention in the application of the demolition of the conservatory at the rear of the property, Seconded Cllr Kelly, All in favour.
