(ii)Various Committee meetings were arranged to discuss budget requirements for the setting of the 2007/2008 precept.
6031006  Correspondence

(i)Councillors considered attendance at the Transport Development Plan Document Issues & Options Consultation. The document has been received and will be discussed at the next planning meeting.


(ii)Councillors noted the letters of thanks from the South Cave Preservation Society and the South Cave Playgroup.


(iii)The Council noted the letter regarding Christmas Lights. This matter is to be put on the agenda for the Parish Council meeting in November.
6041006  Administration


(i)The Council further considered quotations for the re-framing of the pictorial maps of South Cave. Cllr Lenton proposed that the quotation for the stainless steel, coated in dark green, with logo and “Welcome to South Cave” at a cost of £730 each be accepted on the grounds of minimal maintenance and best value, seconded Cllr Mann, All in favour


(ii)Councillors discussed the request from the South Cave Preservation Society regarding the use of the Town Hall Foyer for Christmas celebrations. Cllr Mrs Barnett proposed that in support of a community organisation, permission be given, subject to the usual health and safety considerations, seconded Cllr Turner, All in favour. Cllr Lenton is to liaise.


(iii)The Council noted that some remedial works will have to be undertaken at the Town Hall due to a water leak from the roof. Cllr Scott proposed that after inspection by the contractor and Cllrs Lenton and Mann, authorisation is given to allow temporary protection prior to full quotation being received, seconded Cllr Turner, All in favour.


(iv)Councillors noted that the Office accommodation at the Town Hall is now vacant Cllr Mann proposed that in view of financial considerations the Parish Council office should move back to the Town Hall as soon as possible, seconded Cllr Lenton, All in favour

Cllr Turner proposed that papers on the lack of parking in villages, tourism, weight limits and election expenses should be submitted to the Area Forum for discussion, seconded Cllr Mrs Manley, All in favour.

(ii)DC/06/05953/PLF/WESTES – Full Planning Permission

Erection of two storey extension to side and single storey extension to rear at 12 Cleaves Avenue South Cave for Mr and Mrs Hodgson. Cllr Lenton proposed the Parish Council raise no objection as it has no adverse effect on the property, neighbouring properties or the street scene, seconded Cllr Mrs Barnett, vote: 6 in favour 1 against.

(iii)DC/06/07363/PLF/WESTES – Full Planning Permission

Erection of two storey and single storey extensions at rear following demolition of existing conservatory (amended scheme 06/05667/PLF at 27 Annie Med Lane, South Cave for Mr Mason. Cllr Turner proposed that the Parish Council raise no objection to the application as it has no adverse effect on the property, neighbouring properties or the street scene, seconded Cllr Lenton, All in favour.

(iv)Tree Application (S211): 4939 – to fell or prune tree as appropriate at 11 Castle Farm Court, South Cave. The Clerk advised that since the agenda had been issued a memo from ERYC had been received advising that this tree was dead dying or dangerous and had to be removed immediately. The Council noted the memo.
