(i)DC/08/04816/STPLFE/STRAT – Full Planning with EIA

Construction of a wind farm comprising of 6 turbine generators, substation, access, and ancillary development at land north of Sober Hill, North Newbald for Sober Hill Wind Farms Ltd. Cllr Green proposed that this Parish Council strongly objects to the application above, due to the severe detrimental effect the development would have on  local communities; it would adversely affect the visual amenity of the surrounding area that is classified as being of high landscape value, as these turbines would be visually prominent being located on the summit on one of the highest of the Wolds hills; the 
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Council also strongly objects to the routing of the construction traffic through the village 
of South Cave believing that there will be nearly 4000 exceptional loads and HGV movements involved during the construction phase; the Council objects to the noise and pollution that this would entail, and also the adverse effect these traffic movements would have on the Conservation Area, and listed buildings en route, seconded Cllr Kelly, vote: seven in favour 1 abstention.

Erection of new stores and boundary wall following demolition of existing outbuildings and boundary wall at 67 Market Place, South Cave for G Edson.
