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FROM THE CHAIR . . . . 

 

We have now finalised the accounts for the year ended 31st March 2011 and I am pleased to 

confirm that, thanks largely to savings in administration expenses, we have secured savings 

against our budget of £8,800. This money will be held in reserve against future expenses and 

future budgets. Full details can be obtained from our Clerk at the Town Hall, where copies of 

the audited accounts are freely available. 

 

Your Council continues to work in conjunction with S.C.A.R. in a campaign requiring East  

Riding Council to reconsider proposals contained in the Local Development Framework, which 

was published last year and is scheduled to be finalised later this year.   

 

In particular we have been very active in trying to convince ERYC that they should reconsider 

proposals to include a scheme for 65 houses to be built on a site referred to as SCAV6 on Little 

Wold Lane. 

 

In extensive correspondence and direct meetings with ERYC officers, we have stressed our  

concerns about the impact such a development will have on the infrastructure of the village. 

Developments over the past 30 years have seen the building of more than 400 houses within the 

village without any major extension or development of the infrastructure.  We have also made it 

quite clear that following our survey conducted in 2010, a clear majority of our community have 

no wish to see further large sites of this nature being created on this or any other site within the 

village. 

 

We believe it possible to achieve their proposal/target of 65 houses being built within the  

village over the next 15 years with smaller selective developments such as we have seen over 

the recent past.  We are now considering our next step in this campaign, which may involve 

legal action on our part and we have gone out to tender with a number of legal experts, in order 

to establish the likely cost of such action. 

 

The deadline for nominations for election of Parish Councillors passed and as only 7  

nominations were received, the need for an election became unnecessary.  All nominees will be 

formally appointed to the Council at the meeting to be held on 16th May 2011.  This will in fact 

mean that the Council will have vacancies for 4 further Councillors.  We would welcome  

applications from any individuals who believe that they can make a positive contribution to the 

Council’s objective in ensuring that South Cave remains a nice place to live. 

Application forms are available from the Town Hall and if possible, these should be returned to 

the Clerk in time to be considered at that same meeting. 

 

The Annual Parish Meeting is to be held at the W.I. Hall at 7.00pm on Thursday 26th May 2011 

and full details of speakers attending the meeting are included in this Newsletter. 

This will of course give you the opportunity to discuss or question any of the matters referred to 

above.
